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executive summary

This report follows a successful completion of the ICWC Training Center’s workshop on “Integrated Water Resources Management at the district level” that held from December 22 to 26, 2003 in the main office of ICWC TC in the BWO “Syrdarya” in Tashkent, Uzbekistan. 

The workshop participants were listened to presentations of lecturers and made their own presentations on current situation of the water resources management and visions towards perspectives of implementing of Integrated Water Resources Management at narrower scale as a district.    The workshop program included management, planning, control, institutional, legal aspects of water resources along with world and regional experiences on integrated water resources management. The special handouts on world experience on water resources management, prepared by ICWC TC were distributed among the participants. 

Five-day training was aimed to encourage water professionals (participants) to get more involved in decision-making processes related to water development in the region by influencing regional authorities to change policies toward water resources management.

Introduction

Water resources management consists basically in matching water availability and needs, in quantity and quality; in place and time, in economically and socially feasible way.  Water resources management was always subject to argument. Watercourses of Central Asian become a transboundary watercourses. This change has led to arising of many challenges in water management of republics of the region. Tackling of the problems faced by Central Asian in water management requires applying of comprehensive approaches and methods of governing. Such governing paradigm would be Integrated Water Resources Management.  Meanwhile, the international community encourages attempts towards implementing of Integrated Water Resources Management. In the Agenda 21, Chapter 18.3 was stated:  “The widespread scarcity, gradual destruction and aggravated pollution of freshwater resources in many world regions, along with the progressive encroachment of incompatible activities, demand integrated water resources planning and management. Such integration must cover all types of interrelated freshwater bodies, including both surface water and groundwater, and duly consider water quantity and quality aspects. The multisectoral nature of water resources development in the context of socio-economic development must be recognized, as well as the multi-interest utilization of water resources for water supply and sanitation, agriculture, industry, urban development, hydropower generation, inland fisheries, transportation, recreation, low and flat lands management and other activities….”

The article 21 of the same chapter says: “Institutional capacity for implementing integrated water management should be reviewed and developed when there is a clear demand. Existing administrative structures will often be quite capable of achieving local water resources management, but the need may arise for new institutions based upon the perspective, for example, of river catchment areas, district development councils and local community committees. Although water is managed at various levels in the socio-political system, demand-driven management requires the development of water-related institutions at appropriate levels, taking into account the need for integration with land-use management” 

Considering an international trends and national conditions, it is necessary to overview the IWRM development scenarios at various levels and versions. It is important to keep in mind that IWRM is a process of change; a process which can start from small beginnings. 

Furthermore, still the most of water management authorities are based on administrative location i.e. province  water management authority (oblvodhoz) and district water management authority (rayvodhoz). But IWRM stipulates water management based on basin principle.  Trends in the water management of CAR shows, that there are some attempts to transfer administrative water management style to basin water management style. Taking into account that ICWC TC has already organized workshop on “IWRM” with regard to state level,  the ICWC TC under support of USAID are committed to organize workshop on “Integrated Water Resources Management at the district level” 

This report outlines activities of the ICWC Training Centre above stated workshop. 
Workshop Activities

a. Workshop Objectives

The main objectives of the workshop are:

· To acquaint participants with present problems of water resources management in Central Asia 

· To familiarize water specialists with the tools of IWRM

· To acquaint participants with up-to-date advanced technologies in the management of water resources, reclamation, and irrigation

· To familiarize participants with the first phase results of “Integrated water resources management in Ferghana Valley” project

· To create an environment and arrange round table discussions for representatives to discuss openly the critical problems related to water resources management in Central Asian

· To develop recommendations and guidelines at some degree to ease the present tension between water users

· To develop and improve the relationships among representatives of Central Asian countries
· To develop outlines of inter-district approaches for implementing IWRM
· To exchange views and experiences on water management on the district level of irrigation systems
· To promote the mutual understanding of water problems between neighboring countries.

From December 22 to 26, 2003 the workshop on “Integrated Water Resources Management at the district level” was held in the ICWC TC.   The workshop participants have listened to presentations of lecturers and discussed current problems of water resources management and presented theirs recommendations on implementing of IWRM at local level. 

Master of the opening session of the workshop was Prof. Victor Dukhovny – Director of SIC ICWC, Vice president of International Commission foe Irrigation and Drainage. Also the followings greeted the workshop participants.   Also followings have greeted participants in the opening session of  workshop: ICWC member from ICWC – Jenishbek Bekbolotov, General Director of Committee of Water Resources of Kyrgyz republic, Umarkhon Azimov – Chief of Management of Operation of Hydro-reclamation systems at the Main Authority of Water resources of Uzbekistan, Shahnoza Ikramova – START/AED program specialist. 

 Among the seminar moderators were: Prof. V.A. Dukhovny, Director of SIC ICWC; Director of TC ICWC – Umarov P.D; V.I. Sokolov, Deputy Director of SIC ICWC; Tuchin A.I., Pinkhasov – SIC ICWC, M.A., Shirokova Y.I. – SPA SANIIRI. 

 Among the workshop participants were representatives of regional and national water management organizations, scientific research institutes and NGOs of Central Asia.  
The trainees were given the seminar agenda and copies of papers to review and prepare questions for further discussions after lectures. Lectures were presented in the form of main text with use of visual aids based on the modern equipment and technologies: the video materials on various aspects of water resources in Central Asia, materials of implementation of projects: IWRM- Ferghana, ASB-mm; and other materials on IWRM development. Also the trainees were provided by literature (Wisely water governance) especially prepared by Global Water Partnership unit – CACENA(Central Asian and Caucasian Regional Consultative Committee) to the workshop.     

The participants noted that the seminar topics included a wide range of issues related to water resources management, efficient water use in various sectors of economy, particularly, 

During the work session the workshop participants emphasized community of Central Asian nations, which compelled by nature to work together, owing to mismatching of administrative and natural borders there is a need to develop and strength the regional collaboration.   It was noted that, provision of fulfillment of inter-state agreements requires  a political will rather than technical and economical capacities.   .      

In the vary first years of transition of Central Asian states to market economy, they begun to reforming of land tenure and agriculture, in the result, thousands of water users appeared instead of former kolhozes (collective farms) and sovhozes (state farmers). Respectively, after this situation, rupture between   reforms in agriculture and water management.   The rupture  was one of the main causes of devastating of on-farm hydroreclamation systems  It was noted that, IWRM has not support by authorities in many areas because  officials don’t understanding importance and benefits of IWRM or just don’t want to lose their administrative status. 

The workshop participants made following necessary recommendations for provision of IWRM implementing: 

 А) It was noted that, concurrently, regional organizations have not enough status and levers, which allow fruitful functioning in the whole region. rarely observed the rights of water users, which encapsulated in the Water laws. Administrative interfering into the activity of water users affects negatively to the public opinion on watersaving.  For ensuring of implementation of IWRM, legal basis should be prepared, which could give an opportunity for that purpose.     Implementation of IWRM into the life stipulates acceding of countries to international conventions (The UN ECE “Convention of Protection and Use of Transboundary Watercourses and International Lakes”)

Despite of the fact that, reforms in the agriculture are holding during the considerably long time, there are still problems on clear definition of ownership form of agricultural farms. This issue drawbacks to effectively functioning of WUAs.   

As the measures towards improving of organizational-legal situation were followings: 

· Advancing of water laws, investment and tax policy;

· Devising of clear basement on increasing of interest of waterusers on watersaving;

·  Fine turning of rights and obligations of agricultural farms according to their form ownership. 

B) Transferring partially authorities of water organizations to water users is a need of the present time and current state of water management. 

Social mobilization plays an important role in the provision of rational water using.  As levers of social mobilization could be such as factors as  - free access to the information, which facilitates to promotion public awareness and increasing of waterusers’ trust to reforms in the water management; education of young generation in sprit of the ancient water traditions; e.t.c. For development of the public opinion on economic water use, the following levers can be used:

· water campaigns and special events;

· Special programs on TV and radio; 

· Free access to the information;   

· Organization of training works with school teachers and kindergartens mentors; 

· Women participation in forming of public opinion.  

As concrete activities along these lines, followings were stated:  

· Organization of regional conferences, seminars on various directions of water management and sectors, related to provision of concepts of IWRM; 

· Preparation materials on concepts of IWRM and dissemination among the public those materials by assistance of NGO with aim to wider awareness of public in the region;

· Implementation of specializing on IWRM in Universities for preparation of young generation; 

· To establish public board of basin regulating and to stimulate process of establishing public board, consisting representatives of various levels of waterusers; 

· Organization of series of seminars in provinces with aim to disseminate widely IWRM ideas.  

The workshop participants have stated the concern, that young generation being graduated from universities on water major, are choosing another sphere of activity, thus there are occurring some kind of rupture in the cycle.

C) It was noted that, there are some trends towards implementing of principles of IWRM in the region, transition to basin management principle would be evidence of that.  But weak economic conditions of the countries don’t afford provision of sustainable development of water management. 

Since, in the first order, sustainable functioning of water organizations depends on financing of them, the workshop participants made following practical recommendations towards improvement of economic and technical providing of the sector: 

· To determine feasible mechanisms and sources of financing, to devise a basis for attraction of funds from that sources; 

· Subsidizing of maintenance of main waterlines, application of modern techniques of irrigation and vertical drainages; 

· Implementing of fees for water use based on block-tariff scheme; 

· Gradual replenishment of technical park of WUAs trough leasing, credit and other means.  

D) The workshop participants recommended following measures for providing of watersaving:  

· Application of in the practice inspection reporting on water use between districts and provinces; 

· Developing mechanisms of stimulating water saving in the form of bonus payments at the rate of the State’s expenses for water resources formation, immunity from taxation or other additional tangible incentives; Developing of extension services for farmers, specialized on land certification and increasing of water productivity,

· Widely application of information techniques and programs in planning and controlling of water consumption of farms lands; 

· Strictly adherence to reclamation requirements;

· Organization of on-farm water accounting and observance of irrigation regimes; 

E) During the discussions there were concerned issues on hydrometeorology in sites of watershed formation. The workshop participants are concerned on safeness of equipment. With support of USAID, the necessary equipment were procured for Fedchenko meteostation, but safeness and preservation are not provided adequately. It was noted that existing projects pay lack of attention to high-mountainous zones of watershed formation. Due to climate change, particularly due to warming, there is a necessity of studying of mountainous landscapes with aim to forecasting of the flow in further years. 

The workshop participants noted satisfaction with contents of lectures, presented materials, technical equipping and training arrangements. 

Also, the workshop participants stated the necessity of close cooperation with ICWC TC and accelerating of establishing of its’ new branches. 

The workshop participants express their gratitude to the employees of the ICWC Training Center, SIC ICWC, all lectors and moderators, BVO Syrdarya and START/AED/USAID, who contributed to the arrangement of training and studying the experience in operation of water structures, abilities to develop of sectors related with issues of promoting IWRM in Central Asia.
