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According to the agenda, 12 lectures were listened. Each presentation was accompanied by questions and discussions on a theme of the matter. The majority of the seminar participants took the floor in discussions.     
Those, who spoke in discussions, noted that economy of Central Asian countries close interlinked with utilization of transboundary water resources.  Basins of the transboundary rivers represents operated water management systems, as far as their flow is being fully regulated by cascade of reservoirs.  Majority of HTW were built 30-40 years ago and O&M,  rehabilitation works of technical state and conducting of monitoring with aim to provision of safely operation those facilities requires more and more investment according to obsoleteness.   But currently, the above state activities are not being conducted at the adequate level due to objective and subjective reasons, mainly because of lack of allocated finance.  Present technical state of bulk of HTW does not meet qualifying standards. Furthermore, some of HTWs constitutes a risk to life of people in case of occurrence of emergency situations. 
In generally, there was stated a will to further continuation and strengthening of cooperation between relevant services working on safety of dams and other HTWs of Central Asia countries  on following as developing of normative-legal basis, organization of exchange of information and experience, application modern methods of diagnostic control over HTW technical state and e.t.c.  
Outputs and recommendations. 

1. the seminar participants certified that 90% of agricultural production, 40% of energy generation and life safety of 15 mln. people, that are living in downstream of dams, along rivers and says depends on reliable and safely operation of water works, particularly dams, which require development of joint approaches in tackling of above stated problems within Central Asian countries.      

2. the regional seminar participants unanimously admitted a necessity of provision of cooperation between countries of the region on the following directions:     

· Information exchange on safety provision of HTW; 

· Exchange of the experience on application of modern methods and technical facilities on diagnostic control of HTW state as well as on application of up-to-date technologies of maintenance and rehabilitation;  
· Consideration of developing of unified normative-technical documentation on technical regulation of no-failure operation of dams (special technical regulations, norms and rules of projection, construction and operation of dams);

· Provision of harmonization of normative documents on provision of safety of dams and HTW, that are being developed and ratified by countries; 
· Promotion of cooperation between national services, that are responsible for safety of HTW;  

· Organization of a system of regular trainings and familiarization tours for specialist involved in provision of safety of dams and HTW; 

· Strengthening of cooperation with international organizations, including with the International Commission on Huge Dams. 
3. To ask SIC ICWC to disseminate an information about the seminar through it’s information network , also to assist organization activities related to realization of the seminar recommendations and in attracting aids of donors funds for implementing of regional projects on monitoring of dams’ safety. 

4. to ask representatives of countries to inform relevant authorities and board members of International Fund of the Aral Sea about results of the seminar. 

5. to ask SIC ICWC to include in the ICWC meeting agenda a question on safety of HTW in Central Asian Countries.
