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Reasons and Goals of the Seminar

In the early nineties of the last century, the shrinking of the Aral Sea has been presented to the outside world as a disaster of global significance, caused by dramatic expansion of irrigated agriculture in the region. The situation got complicated with the break up of the Soviet Union when administrative borders of the former Soviet Central Asian Republics, namely Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz tan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan, became international. The main river basins of the region gained international statuses. This created complex problems related to the use of limited basin water resources. Newly established Central Asian countries have undertaken a series of necessary steps towards establishing a single system of management of water resources, preservation and adaptation of existing inter-relations to the new environmental conditions. However, a weak economies and social problems of the transitional period, lack of experiences in international law, specific conditions and requirements of each basin countries considerably complicated the implementation of the sustainable management of water resources. Therefore, the overall goal for organizing this seminar, together with internationally renowned top experts in international water law, is to improve the existing legal and regulatory bases and strengthen the capacity of key institutions  and personnel in the basin countries in water law and policy.
